About The Jam:

1. Your time is so precious, why do you want to attend the Jam? And why now?

Costs of Attending:

Tuition for the Jam is $625, of which $375 covers food and lodging for the week, while $250 covers program expenses.  

A number of partial and some full scholarships are available upon request, on an as-needed basis.  Additional donations above the event price are welcome and help us to provide scholarships to enable the diversity upon which this event thrives (they are also tax-deductible). We never want money to be a barrier in participating in a Jam, so we will do everything we can to make it work for you to attend.  (Note: We are still waiting to hear from funding sources.  If we are successful in receiving funding, this will bring the cost of the Jam down significantly.)

Travel expenses are the responsibility of the participant, though we do arrange carpools.  If you are accepted, we will be following up with you to ask you about diet, housing, travel plans, etc. We want to be sure to meet your needs at the Jam.
